In 2006-07 the District conducted a comprehensive facilities needs assessment through consultation with architects, engineers, and school stakeholders.  

It is no surprise to those who work in the schools that there are significant needs: upgraded power, new plumbing, classroom lighting and windows, interiors, bathrooms, roofs, technology infrastructure, HVAC, etc.  

Not including the McGaugh modernization, there were more than $92 million of projects identified.  School facilities needs are funded primarily by local bonds and State matching funds.  The District is exploring the possibility of placing a General Obligation Bond on a future election date to meet these facility needs. 

Here are the next steps in the process:

· George K. Baum, the District’s bond underwriting firm, conducted a second community phone survey of 600 voters to determine voter understanding of and support for the District’s facilities needs.

· Site meetings will be conducted in January/February to prioritize site needs, should the bond not raise sufficient funds to complete all District projects.
· A public information campaign will be conducted through the spring and summer to better inform our community of the District’s significant facilities needs.  

· The soonest a bond election could be held is November 2008.  A decision to put a bond on that ballot would need to be made by the Board in the summer.
